1) All games will be played in accordance with OHSAA rules except for the following 

specific changes 

2) Class I & II officials will be used 

3) Rim Heights & foul line distances 

3rd – 9 ft /10 ft.     12 ft line on floor 

4th – 9 ft /10 ft.     15 ft. line on floor 

5th – 10 ft   regulation foul line 

6th – 10 ft   regulation foul line  

7th/8th – 10 ft. regulation foul line 

4) 3rd – 8th Boys/Girls & H.S.Girls Basketball will be 28.5 size ball 

5) H.S. Boys use regulation 29.5 size ball 

6) Teams May start game with 4 players 

7) Home Team supplies Game Ball 
8) 2/20 Min. Running Clock – Start/Stop Clock Last 2 Min. Of Each Half.  

9) 3 minute half-time  / 3 timeouts 1 (1 full 60 seconds 2 half 30 seconds) 

10)  (2) minute overtime periods – (1) time out each (30 seconds) 

11) Defensive press rules (backcourt press) for boys & girls are as follows:  

NOTE: For Tournaments: if Divisions are mixed the older grade division rules will 

be followed. 

3rd grd      End Of Each Half - final 2 minutes pressing allowed 

4th grd      End Of Each Half - final 2 minutes pressing allowed 

5th grd      entire Game is allowed 

6th grd      entire game is allowed 

7th/8th grd         entire game is allowed 

H.S.      entire game is allowed 

**Any misuse of Backcourt Press Rule prior to above is considered a Violation of the 

that rule was written. Penalty for rule #10 shall be: 1st & 2nd violation – Warning 3rd 

violation-Team technical Foul.** 

        No team may “press” with a 15 or more point lead. 

12) 5 fouls = player fouls out 

13) Forfeits: Forfeit time will be at game time 

14) 20 or more point lead, running clock will be used. 

15) 3rd and 4th Grade Rec: Man to man Defense Only: No Zone 

16) 5th Grade – HighSchool Rec: Man to Man or Zone Defense allowed 

17) 3rd and 4th Low & High Competitive: Man to man or Zone Defense allowed 

18) Two coaches, a scorekeeper, and players are permitted on the bench. All other 

persons must be seated in the bleacher area. 

19) Home team is first listed on schedule 

20) Home team must wear white or light jersey 

21) Home team must furnish game ball and score Book keeper. League scores must be 

noted on KSC sheet provided on Score table 

22) Visitor must provide score Board keeper
